Charles Woodhouse was born on July 9, 1893
in Tuxford, Nottinghamshire. He was the son of
the Reverend A.P.Woodhouse and Mrs
F.D.Woodhouse. He was educated at the Royal
Naval Colleges, Osborne and Dartmouth. He
achieved considerable fame as the captain of
the cruiser H.M.S.Ajax at the Battle of the

River Plate in 1939. In this engagement, the
first naval success for the allied forces in the
Second World War, the German pocket

Battleship The Graf Spee was forced into
Montevideo harbour by three much smaller

British warships and so badly damaged that the
German high Command ordered her to be
scuttled.. He was made a Companion of the
Honourable Order of the Bath (C.B.) for his

part in this operation. His next post was as the
first captain of the brand new battleship H.M.S

Howe. His last appointment was as

Commander in Chief , East Indies, wih

hisheadquarters at Trincoalee in Ceylon. He
was knighted in 1949 (K.C.B.) He retired in

1950 with the rank of Admirl.

He died on September 23, 1978 in Warlingham, Surrey.
