Nancy married HENRY (Harry) Loftus Mitchell 
McCAUSLAND Royal Marine Light Infantry on 
December 23, 1915 in St Peter’s Parish Church, 
Petersfield2.  
The Vicar was Rev W.H.Thomas M.A. 

Harry was the son of Major General Edwin 
Loftus McCausland, Royal Marines, of Weybourne 
House, Farnham and his grandfather was the Rev. 
W.F.M.McCausland. His mother was Georgina, the 
daughter of the Very Reverend James Mitchell. He was 
a very good shot and games player. He commanded a 
contingent of Royal marines at King George V‘s 
funeral.3 
He retired at the end of the Second World War with the 
rank of Colonel. He died on April 10, 1959. Nancy died

NANCY BROWNFIELD and HENRY McCAUSLAND had one daughter Daphne 
Loftus McCAUSLAND who was known as ‘Bud’. She was born on December 23 
1919. 
 Bud married Captain W.F.Michell Royal Navy; he was known as ‘Mich’ He 
spent a great deal of  his naval career working in naval intelligence. He was a 
Japanese interpreter and was Naval Attaché at the Japanese Embassy in Tokyo at the 
outbreak of the Second World War. He was interned with other members of the 
diplomatic staff. When he was eventually released, on the voyage home, the ship was 
torpedoed but Mich was fortunate to escape in a lifeboat. He died in January 2000 in 
Somerset5. Bud died in 2007. They had no children. 
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
